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Background .

The National Education Act of B.E. 2542 set the goal that the learners aim at
human development with desirable balance regarding knowledge, critical thinking,
virtue and happiness. Integrative curriculum encourages students’ learning and
supports the relationship between teachers and learners in the context of real
situations and student center. Problem Based Learning (PBL) attempts to integrate
formal theory with real situation; however, little is known when PBL was applied in
psychiatric nursing.

Aim.
1. To study students’ learning behavior in Psychiatric Nursing focuses on
Schizophrenia by Using the Problem Based Learning (PBL).
2. To study the students’ opinion who are learning Psychiatric Nursing

focuses on Schizophrenia by Using the Problem Based Learning (PBL).

The descriptive research design was conducted on 213 third year nursing
students at Boromarajonani College of Nursing, Surin. PBL teaching method was used
in Psychological Nursing and focused on the topic of Schizophrenia. The nursing
students evaluated the PBL learning at the end of the class.

Result.

Qverall students’ learning behavior with the application of PBL towards the
study of Schizophrenia was at a high level score (mean = 3.91 S.D= 0.46), and team
work was at the highest score (mean = 3.83 S.D= 0.46). and nursing student’s
opinion of PBL teaching method was good (mean = 3.93 S.D= 0.59), scenario (mean =
3.88 S.D= 0.42), process of learning (mean = 3.83 S.D=0.9) respectively. Facilitator
from teacher in this process learning was at the highest level (mean = 4.09 S.D=
0.46).

Conclusion.
PBL teaching method could be applied in Psychiatric nursing.
Implication and suggestion.
There are many advantages for PBL teaching method; however, preparing

teachers and students, material and timing should be considered.
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
