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Abstract

This study is quasi-experimental research using a one group pretest-posttest design.
The objective of the study was to investigate the effects of Research-Based Learning on
learning achievements in the course Nursing of Persons with Health Problems 2 offered
by Srimahasarakham Nursing College. The participants were 87 third-year nursing students
studying in the first semester in the aca(/iemic year of 2010 (June — September 2010) at
Srimahasarakham Nursing College. The research instruments used to collect data consisted
of the demographic data questionnaire, the learning achievement test, learning satisfaction
questionnaire and the learning record. The instruments for conducting the research
comprised the lesson plan, the Research-based Learning program, the instructor and
student’s manual. The collected data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics (e.g.
percentage, means) and paired t-test, while content analysis was employed to analyzed

qualitative data. The results showed that after the students were taught the topic of



Patients nursing with Diabetes mellitus based on the Research-Based Learning, the

students’ learning achievements were significantly higher than before they were taught at

the significant level of .01. The students revealed their discussing skills and positive

attitudes on learning at a high level.

For further study, the researchers suggest that the results of the study should be

employed in development of learning management and action research in the future.
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
